Blowin’ in the Wind 

 

T his summer was a wonderful experience. 
As Cindy, Christina, and I traveled 

through China and India, we experienced in 
new ways the grace of God and wonder of 
creation. Each day I woke up with a sense 
that “this is the day the Lord has made, let us 
rejoice and be glad in it” (Psalm 118:24).  I 
wanted to take full advantage of each day and 
savor the moments. One does not have to 
travel far from home, however, to experience 
the goodness and grace of God. Each day can 
become an adventure as we allow God’s grace 
to, as our mission statement asserts, “sharpen 
our minds, widen our hearts and deepen our 
spirits as we grow and serve together.” 
 Every time I travel abroad, I become 
more convinced that The First Baptist Church 
of Redlands is an important part of what God 
is doing in our world. We are the hands and 
feet of Jesus extending to one another and 
neighbors near and far the love and grace of 
God. We are called to demonstrate and share 
the faithfulness of God which allows people to 
live with confidence that each and every day 
is a gift—the opportunity to discover the joy 
for which all are given life and breath. But 
how does all of this become a reality for us? 
How do we make this invitation to grow in 
mission and in ministry more than platitudes 
that we sing on Sunday morning? Without 
sounding too facetious, let me quote from one 
of Bob Dylan’s classic hit songs, “The answer, 
my friend, is blowin’ in the wind.” 
 Wind, of course, in the Bible relates to 
the movement of God’s Spirit in our lives and 
world. Both the Hebrew word ruah and the 
Greek word pneuma refer both to wind and 
spirit. And as we consider the ministry God 
has given us, we need to discern how God’s 
Spirit is moving in our midst. As a sailor as-
certains the blowing of the wind across the 
ocean depths, we need to be mindful of how 
the Holy Spirit is moving in our lives and 

church so that we can set our sails—align our 
energies and resources—to more fully experi-
ence the power of God’s love in our lives and 
world. My hope is that we will take full ad-
vantage of the opportunity we have this fall to 
gather for a time of discernment on Saturday, 
October 2. The Holy Spirit is moving in our 
midst; wonderful things are happening. One 
word of caution, however. The whole process 
is not meant to make us comfortable, but 
faithful. 
 Recently as I was reading a book on 
discernment by Robert Norton and Richard 
Southern entitled Cracking Your Congrega-
tion’s Code: Mapping Your Spiritual DNA to 
Create Your Future, I was struck by these 
simple words about discernment: “On the one 
hand, it is a tremendously exciting process. 
On the other, the unknown can be somewhat 
anxiety-producing.” Certainly that is what I 
feel: excitement and anxiety. Excitement 
about what our future holds, yet anxious 
about moving into what might be at least for 
us uncharted territory. Yet I know that it is in 
the anxious moments of life that we discover 
the faithfulness of God and are able to exclaim 
with the Psalmist, “This is the day the Lord 
has made, let us rejoice and be glad in it.” 
 On a personal note, I want to thank 
Bob Wallace, our church staff, and the lay 
leaders of First Baptist for their wonderful 
leadership this summer. The good reports that 
have come to me about the summer program 
and worship are a cause of great rejoicing. I 
look forward to returning and continuing with 
you to grow in mission and in ministry.

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Missions  
American Baptist Response to Haiti Earthquake 

F ollowing the January, 2010 earthquake in Haiti our church sent 
$7,044 through the One Great Hour of Sharing for earthquake relief.  

Our gifts joined those of other USA churches plus gifts from North East 
India, El Salvador, Mexico, Nicaragua, and Hong Kong.  The total given 
was $2.5 million!! 
 These financial resources enabled our missionaries and partners 
in Haiti to develop the following three year comprehensive relief/recovery 
plan: 
•$950,000  Basic Needs – food, water, shelter, health care. 
•$750,000  Rebuilding – materials for homes, schools, clinics, churches. 
•$800,000  Recovery of Life/Livelihoods – pastoral/psychological care for 
healing trauma, tuition assistance for students relocating in northern 
Haiti, training for new jobs. 

 The epicenter of the quake was near Port-au-Prince – the capital 
city.  Twelve Baptist churches with a membership of 15,000 were located 
in the disaster zone.  Deaths, injuries, and destroyed buildings changed 
every person’s life.  Immediately $65,000 of One Great Hour of Sharing 
Funds were sent for food, water, shelter, and medical supplies.  Quickly 
our missionaries began providing medical care and assisting volunteer 
teams to reach people in need. 
 Following the earthquake, clinics in the north were inundated 
with the medical needs of the thousands who fled the disaster area. Since 
then our missionary, Dr. Steven James, has worked with others in ex-
panding clinic services throughout Haiti. 
 The Christian University of Northern Haiti opened its doors to 
nearly 100 displaced students, filling its dormitories to capacity.  Since 
then 200 more students have been admitted after more dormitory space 
became available.  Another dormitory is being planned. 
 In the quake zone Haitian and U.S. volunteers are working to-
gether to rebuild institutions and infrastructure.  Among the first con-
struction projects was the rebuilding of the school at Grand Goave Baptist 
Church.  350 students have been learning in the hot sun, seated on sal-
vaged wooden benches.  The new school is reinforced concrete.  Five class-
rooms will be ready for the beginning of school in late September.  Con-
struction of more classrooms has begun. 
 The long process of emotional healing began with a three day 
therapeutic conference entitled “Rise Again and Witness.”  More than 250 
people received pastoral support, counseling, and training.  Another 500 
people attended a similar conference in early August.  As Baptist sisters 
and brothers in the quake zone are recovering their lives, they are en-
abled to reach out in love with care to their neighbors. 
 Recently our church received a letter from Church World Service 
thanking us for the 50 hygiene kits we sent.  They were part of the 41,750 
hygiene, school, and baby kits distributed by CWS to earthquake survi-
vors.  American Baptists are one of 36 U.S. denominations participating 
in the work of Church World Service.  Continuing efforts by CWS in Haiti 
include: 
•Strengthening 13 farm cooperatives with revolving funds for seeds, tools, 
credit, and training.  The cooperatives are providing food for more than 
200,000 people who fled the disaster zone.

An Idea to Lower Our Thursday Night Light Bill 

R ecently, I saw a flier for a dinner in the dark 
event.  The dinner and show were meant to 

raise awareness and funds for blindness advocacy 
groups.  Participants come to a meal that is served 
entirely in the dark.  The waiters who serve the meal 
are all blind, and while they dine, folks are treated 
to a concert, unencumbered by the sense of sight.  
It’s an interesting concept, and one that begs the 
question: how willing are we to be inconvenienced 
for the sake of another? 
 People who come to the dinner in the dark 
will undoubtedly have an interesting, perhaps even 
altering experience.  But at the end, all of the 
sighted guests will return to the reality in which 
they live, a reality in which most of the world is built 
to suit their capabilities.  They will walk away in 
their factory built cars and maybe even cross the 
street against the light because they can clearly see 
that no cars are coming.  Even the old adage about 
walking a mile in someone else’s shoes only lasts a 
mile.  There is no way to fully embody the experience 
of another, but often it seems we do not even try to 
empathize, knowing that someone else’s life can 
never be our own. 
 It is a challenge we are all faced with on a 
daily basis.  Is the plight of the undocumented immi-
grant mine as well if I do not look foreign myself?  Is 
the state of California’s schools my concern when I 
have no children of my own?  Is the declining mem-
bership in mainline churches across the country of 
any interest to me if my own congregation is bloom-
ing?  I will go ahead and confess that I do not intend 
to build up to a solution here.  I will, however, do as 
I have been taught, and turn to the book instead. 
Galatians 6:2 “Carry each other’s burdens, and in 
this way you will fulfill the law of Christ” 
 There have been tomes by minds greater 
than mine on this verse and its context, and not 
enough space here in a newsletter to do it justice 
anyway.  So, what I offer is a call to grammar.  The 
verse does not exhort us to carry the burden of the 
world, nor does it tell us to mimic the suffering of 
another.  It says simply to carry the burden.  So per-
haps what we may do with this woefully uninstruc-
tive bit of advice is to just follow it and find out 
where the move leads us.   
 One of the great triumphs of the Bible is its 
frustrating lack of information.  We get hundreds of 
little details about circumstances that glide right by 
the modern eye unnoticed, paired with infuriatingly 
scant thoughts on other issues, such as how much 

we ought to care about the fate of the world around 
us.  And so we are forced to make the best guess we 
can and step up to the plate anyway.  Sometimes we 
swing and miss, and have to start back at the begin-
ning, and sometimes the bat hits the ball with a per-
fect, resounding crack.  Either way, failure and suc-
cess never last for long, and eventually we have to 
turn back to the text and try a new way. 
 The dinner in the dark event was co-
sponsored by the advocacy groups and hosted by a 
Presbyterian church.  I would like to think that the 
church’s involvement is their way of taking a swing 
at Galatians.  It may be that the dinner is hard, and 
annoying to put on, and that only a few folks leave at 
all changed by their experience. Perhaps the end 
goal here is not the outcome, but the effort.  The 
verse tells us to carry each other’s burdens.  It does 
not promise anything by doing so except that we will 
fulfill the law of Christ.  Perhaps that means that we 
will also be changed and radically empathized and 
made more compassionate.  Maybe it will just mean 
that we will have some cranky days trying to under-
stand someone we have no interest in understand-
ing.  Neither of those seems to necessarily be the 
goal anyway.   
 We are built to become the people God cre-
ated us to be.  There is no expiration date on that 
mandate.  The task is ours until we no longer 
breathe.  So, my advice is this: use good manners, 
practice good grammar, remember that disappoint-
ment and victory are a matched set, and let the rest 
go.  So, go sit in the dark, wear someone else’s loaf-
ers, talk to someone for whom you really don’t care, 
whatever.  Just go try it, and see where the spirit 
may send you.

P akistan 
World Vision and Associated Press 

Summer flooding in northwest Pakistan has devas-
tated the region, with as many as 20 million people 
(nearly 1 in 8 Pakistanis) left homeless.  UN Secre-
tary Ban Ki Moon said that he had “witnessed 
many natural disasters around the world, but noth-
ing like this.”  The flooding led to the cancellation 
of the independence day celebrations on August 14..  
Agriculture was hit hard, with nearly 2 million 
acres of farmland destroyed.  The threat of cholera 
is also a risk as the waters recede.  Pray that the 
Pakistani government and international relief 
agencies (such as World Vision) would be able to 
get relief aid and rebuilding resources to those who 
have been affected by this disaster. 

 

A fghanistan 
Compass Direct and Associated Press reports 

Pray for the families of the aid workers who were 
murdered by militants in Afghanistan in early Au-
gust.  One Afghan, who was driving the team, was 
spared when he begged for his life and recited 
verses from the Quran.  The medical team con-
sisted of six Americans, a German, a Briton, and 
several Afghans.  The team was from a Christian 
organization called International Assistance Mis-
sion, which has been bringing eye care to remote 
regions of Afghanistan for 44 years.  At this point, 
it is still difficult to know what motivated the at-

tack and whether the team was specifically tar-
geted or if the team was the victim of the everyday 
violence in the region. Pray for stability and peace 
in Afghanistan. 
 

E gypt 
Persecution.org 

Eleven Coptic Christians had to be hospitalized 
after violent attacks over two days against Chris-
tians in the village of Shimi.  According to local re-
ports, after the imam had called for jihad against 
Christians, an argument broke out between a 
Christian named Maher Amin and a Muslim ex-
tremist.  Though onlookers broke up the fight, the 
violence returned later that evening when a group 
of 20 Muslim men broke down the door of the Amin 
family, assaulted them and ransacked their house.   
Though the local police tried to bring the two sides 
together in “reconciliation,” it was a short-lived so-
lution, as more violence against the Christians took 
place the following day.  Pray for our Coptic broth-
ers and sisters who feel frustrated and powerless in 
the wake of these attacks.  Pray for Muslim clerics 
to denounce violent expressions of “faith” and for 
Christians and Muslims to peacefully co-exist in 
Egypt.

Everyone is working to meet needs.  The results are 
amazing. 
 Our gifts and prayers are “tending God’s 
sheep” and changing lives in Haiti. Continue to pray 
for the people of Haiti needing help and the people 
providing help.  God grant daily strength, wisdom, 
hope, and everything needed for Haiti to recover and 
be better than before the earthquake.

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Mustard Seed 
Up Early! 

T his morning, I woke up before 4:00.  I’m not sure 
exactly what woke me, but it doesn’t matter 

much – I was awake.  What’s more, I was the most 
frustrating kind of awake: I felt terribly tired and 
wished for more rest, but couldn’t convince my brain 
to shut off and go back to sleep. 
 Isn’t it amazing how little control we really 
have over our minds and 
selves?  As my wife slum-
bered soundly next to me 
and even our new dog, Gus, 
was snoring away, I pleaded 
with my brain to stop com-
ing up with things to think 
about, but there was noth-
ing doing.  I was awake. 
 I started to think 
about my job.  I began com-
piling lists of all the things 
that needed to happen to-
day.  Then, I moved on to 
items requiring attention 
prior to the weekend, then sometime next week.  
Then, I remembered something I forgot to mention to 
my coworkers yesterday, and it was all over.  I was 
completely awake.  I struggled for another hour or so, 
but became assured of the futility, so I got up.  I fed 
the dog and took him outside to make sure his little 
internal systems were adequately empty.  I brewed a 
pot of coffee, found my glasses, and switched on my 
computer. 
 I guess I don’t really blame my brain – there’s 
a lot to think about these days.  As I write this article, 
Mustard Seed is 31 days, nine hours, and two min-
utes away from opening a second tutoring site.  This 
is a goal we’ve been striving to reach for the better 
part of five years and it’s finally here.  On September 
13, we will open the doors of a project that will double 
our service and allow our agency to provide remedial 
tutoring in Redlands and in San Bernardino to close 
to 300 kids who desperately need it. 
 Opening a new site may seem mundane to 
those who have accomplished similar miracles before, 
but to me, it’s positively overwhelming.  The enormity 
and complexity of the project are engulfing, but I 
must not allow them to be, because I still have a 
whole other tutoring site to oversee.  There is still 
fundraising to be done for our Redlands branch, still 
volunteers to be recruited, still training to be carried 
out. 
 There’s a ton to do, but that’s not the most 

nettling part.  The aspect currently depriving me of 
sleep is that I haven’t ever done this before.  In other 
words, what keeps me awake in the dark isn’t the list 
of action items I can think of: it’s the list I can’t think 
of.  I think there will be room in the supply closet at 
the new place for all of our materials, and I think we 
can get the security cameras all sorted out, and I’m 

pretty sure our new com-
puters will work with the 
database server.  I think.  
But I’m just positive there’s 
a whole world of things yet 
to be thought of. Will I have 
time to address whatever 
unanticipated problems lie 
beyond my mental reach 
and solve them before we 
open? I probably won’t.  Will 
I be able to unsnarl them on 
the fly after we’ve opened 

the new place? I hope so. 
 I hope so isn’t exactly 

the answer you want from your project manager, but I 
think I have good cause for that hope.  As I have 
shared in this page on many occasions, Mustard Seed 
has often lacked money and staff time and even un-
derstanding of where we were going, but what we 
have never lacked is people.  We have been cared for 
by a corps of committed donors who have brought us 
to this place.  We have enrolled unpaid tutors that 
number in the thousands over the past decade.  We 
have had qualified people like reading specialists and 
speech therapists give their time freely to help us de-
velop curricula and overhaul assessment testing. 
 We have had leaders like Nancie Nelson, who 
founded Mustard Seed, calling the program into exis-
tence out of nothing and running it on no budget for 
six years.  Leaders like Muff Hendon, who kept Mus-
tard Seed alive after Nancie died, raising close to 
$100,000 for the organization and gently guiding a 
new (and very green) Executive Director through his 
first three years.  Leaders like Pastor Joe DeRoulhac, 
who advocated for Mustard Seed even when there 
was hardly a program for which to advocate.  Leaders 
like Susan and Dick Rogers, who raised more than 
$19,000 for Mustard Seed by riding their bicycle clear 
across the continent not once, but twice.  Leaders like 
Dick Carlson, whose five-year tenure as Board Chair 
developed the vision of opening a second site and

 We have always had people.  We have always 
had those who were committed to the effort, standing 
close to us, cheering us on, helping us.  We have al-
ways had people.  Our Board, led now by the emi-
nently-qualified Deena Barwick, is made up of 14 
people who are thoroughly committed to this project’s 
success.  Our staff has grown from one to five and we 
will soon add another.  With these employees we may 
be, for the first time ever, adequately staffed for the 
kind of remediation we’re endeavoring to carry out.  
Our corps of donors continues to help us, supporting 
the work they know needs to be done, even in this 
dreadful economy. 
 So, even though I’m not entirely certain that I 
know how we’ll recruit parents for our new parenting 
education project or how we’ll report outcomes to all 
of the appropriate agencies, I do know this: God has 
provided for this program for sixteen years by bring-
ing us exactly whom we needed when we needed 
them.  So, I’m confident that, irrespective of what-
ever logistical crises await, Mustard Seed will con-
tinue its work to serve children who need us, wher-
ever we can find them. 
 This is an extraordinary time, and I feel im-
mensely privileged to be a part of it.  Even when I’m 
up early.
